11 Years & UNDER- Must not have passed their 12th birthday before January 1, 2011.

12 — 14 Years - Must have passed their 12th birthday & must not have passed their 15th
birthday by January 1, 2011.

15 — 18 Years - Must have passed their 15th birthday & must not have passed their 19th
birthday by January 1, 2011.

Novice / Amateur — Neither horse, nor rider, may have won a blue ribbon in any horse
show prior to August 13, 2011.

Open — All ages.

Conduct of classes & show management.

All classes offered (& associated courses, patterns, equipment requirements, arena
requirements, etc.) will be conducted & judged according to the rules printed in the most
current handbook of the American Quarter Horse Association (AQHA) as amended by the
VCCE. The handbook is available online at www.agha.com. The horse show judge is the final
authority for interpreting these rules as they apply to the conduct of this show. In the event of
inclement weather, the horse show judge is the final authority on determining which classes
can safely be held. If a class is not conducted due to the judge’s ruling, then no points will be
awarded for that class.

Only the horse & rider may pass the gate when entering the arena.

We will run a 2 minute gate. Classes will not be held more than 2 minutes waiting for a
participant with the exception of a pre-approved tack change.

ENTRANTS ENTERED IN THE WRONG AGE GROUP WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.
BIRTH CERTIFICATES MAY BE REQUESTED BY THE MANAGEMENT.

If you decide to pull from a class, please inform the show superintendent.

Please Note: Trail class will run for a specified time only, it is the participant’s
responsibility to complete the Trail class when they have time.

Points will be awarded per individual horse + rider combination. Entrants may enter
multiple horses but cannot combine points earned on different horses.

Each combination of rider + horse will have a unique entrant identification number.
Eligibility — Open to horses of any breed — registered or unregistered.

Stallions are not allowed on the Bosque Farms Rodeo Arena ground the day of
the show.

Age Determination for Youth Classes — The age of the exhibitor will be his/her age as of
January 1, 2011.

In Western classes, entrants must wear a long sleeved shirt tucked into pants + belt +
boots + cowboy hat OR ASTM approved riding helmet. Gloves, vests, jackets and
chaps are optional.

ASTM approved riding helmets are mandatory in English classes.

For timed events, entrants must wear a cowboy hat OR ASTM approved riding helmet.
Hat / helmet must stay on until after entrant’s first pass at the timer. Entrants who
violate this rule WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.

All timed events will be run to and from a closed gate. Entrants who violate this rule
WILL BE DISQUALIFIED.

SAFETY — The VCCE Horse Show Board reserved the right to disqualify any entry from
competition that is in the Board’s opinion unsafe. THIS IS A CONDITION OF ENTRY
AND NOT SUBJECT TO PROTEST.

Any objections to class placings or point computation must be lodged within ¥
hour of the completion of that class (except for timed events which must be
lodged immediately) so that High Point and Reserve High Point awards may be
awarded promptly after the show.

In Novice / Amateur classes, neither the horse, nor the rider, may have won a blue
ribbon in any horse show prior to August 13, 2011.

Determination of All-Around Awards

All performance classes (including Showmanship at Halter) will follow the VCCE point
system which is a modified point system based off AQHA rules & regulations. Points will
be given by the number of entries per class.

o EX: If novice Showmanship at Halter has only 4 entries then 1st place would receive 4 points,
2nd — 3 points, 3rd — 2 points, 4th — 1 point, etc.

o Ex: If Halter Mar has 20 entries, then 1% place would receive 20 points, 2™ — 19 points, 3" — 18
points, 4™- 17 points, etc.

The winner is determined by adding the points earned by each entrant. Points are
compiled on a1l horse + 1 rider basis. Entrants may not add up points earned by
individual horses.

In the event of a tie, the order of tie breakers will be: (1) earned points in the greatest
number of events, (2) earned the most points in the riding classes, (3) greatest # of first
places, (4) coin toss.

+ To be eligible for All-Around Highpoint, the participant must enter at least two judged
classes & one timed event.
